� Reinstall the removed parts on the motorcycle and 
make sure that the wires and harnesses are not 
pinched. 

� Trim the excess ends off the wire ties after attaching 
them to the wire harnesses. Do not allow the cut part 
of the wire tie to interfere with another harness or 
brake hose. 

� For installation of CB radio and CB passenger 
switch, refer to the installation instructions for the 
each accessory.
