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STEP 3 Take the right side Cruise Peg and line up the mount over the two mounting holes for the
passenger floor board. PIC 1 and PIC 2

STEP 4 Using two of the supplied socket head bolts,
install first a lock washer then a flat washer
to them, Then, install them through the
Cruise peg mount first ,then the floorboard mount to
the bike. Install the front bolt to the bike first
then the rear bolt. Tighten securely. PIC 1 and PIC 2
(R is marked in the back of the Right Side Mount)

STEP 5 Repeat steps 2 through 4 for left side.

STEP 6 Take the right foot peg and install it to the peg mount
on the right Cruise mount using the 5/16 bolt in the center of the peg
until it touches, do not tighten. The rubber on the pedal goes on the top
and tapered part of the peg goes towards the rear of the bike.
Repeat for the left side. PIC 3

Step 7 Lift the arm on the right Cruise peg. Install the set screw to
the location shown, adjust arm to desire location by screwing
the set screw in further against mount or out further. PIC 3
Adjust the foot peg to the desired foot position using the 5/16
bolt that runs through the peg and tighten securely.
Repeat for left side. PIC 4 (Mount permanently bites into peg
when tightened)

NOTE: THIS SET SCREW ADJUSTMENT IS USED TO
LEVEL THE ARM AND PEG FOR PASSENGER COMFORT

(including pre-assembled) are tightened before operation of the motorcycle.
